CAS Entry level clinics for grade 9 Recreational Referees (8 Hours)

Who can become a recreation league referee? 

US Soccer has set no minimum age for those who that are wishing to certify to become a Recreational Referee grade 9. Three years of competitive playing experience including college or youth/adult is required by US Soccer. Upon completion of 8 training/certification hours the candidate becomes eligible to referee games classified as affiliated “recreational league” played under the jurisdiction of CAS. For more information, please refer to page 20 in US Soccer Referee Handbook (RAH). 
Any Referee association or recreational league under the jurisdiction of CAS can request a Recreational Grade 9 clinic for the incoming referees. The requesting group should follow these procedures in order to receive proper service: 
1. Logon to www.calsouth.com and then go to Referee from the drop down menu and locate the request form. 

2. Fill out the form completely and send the request to Cal South via electronic transmission.

3. Jeremy Swan will contact you to arrange for an instructor and other logistical concerns.

The host organization is responsible for recruiting a minimum of 25 candidates to be approved for the clinic. If a clinic is approved for less than 25 students, the host organization will financially be responsible to pay Cal South $20.00 per candidate to bring the number up to 25.

The assigned instructors will conduct the clinics and will submit the completed documents to CAS for registration.
